Pro1000 Race Series may run on Bioethanol

It was a shame that the huge interest shown by drivers and Teams for the Pro400 Series in 2008 had to be put on hold due to the economic downturn, but the Series is back with an all-new sports-racing car, co-designed with Caparo Vehicle Products, and a title sponsor for the testing phase this season.  The car, which is exclusive to this series, produces 1000bhp/tonne and is set to produce some of the fastest lap times around the UK circuits.

“This car looks sensational and will be one of the quickest cars on track anywhere” commented Nigel Rees, MD of Global Sports Development Ltd, the Series promoter.  “We have worked with Caparo to develop their existing Caparo T1 into a car that can only be raced - it is not available for road and track days.  The design  has been subtly altered to lessen downforce and increase braking distances whilst retaining all of the immense power available.  Drivers and spectators alike can expect overtaking and outbraking manoeuvres that will bring back the element of excitement that is only just returning to Formula 1.”

A Tender has recently been issued to selected race teams to  run the race cars centrally in 2010.   The cars are expected to run on bioethanol – 2nd generation biofuel.

The race series in 2010 will comprise 10 races for professional drivers and, in an innovative step, 6 races for experienced “Gentleman Drivers”.  Pro1000 are targeting professionals in FRenault, F3 and other championships, and “amateur” racers who already run in Classic F3, F5000, Can-Am and Group C cars as well as old F1 cars.  “These Gentleman Drivers will have an understanding of how to handle the power in these machines,  and can expect to benefit from training with their professional driver/partner – although the races will not be at the same events” said Operations Director Sarah Hutchison.
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
