Racing Drivers sought for new Sports Car Series in UK

Global Sports Development Ltd (GSD)  will promote a brand new racing series in the UK in 2010, and testing has already started at Snetterton (Wed 1st July).  The car, which is exclusive to this series, produces 1000bhp/tonne and is set to produce some of the fastest lap times around the UK circuits.

“This Caparo T1000 car looks sensational and will be one of the quickest cars on track anywhere” commented Nigel Rees, MD of Global Sports Development Ltd.  “Drivers and spectators alike can expect overtaking and outbraking manoeuvres that will bring back the element of excitement that is only just returning to Formula 1.  Sponsorship of the series is already in place from Rightfuel, a diesel misfuelling device.”

A Tender has recently been issued to selected race teams to supply support during the test season phase in 2009 and to run the race cars centrally in 2010.   Drivers with suitable experience are asked to re-apply for testing, which starts at * circuit on *date.  

The race series in 2010 will comprise 10 races for professional drivers and, in an innovative step, 6 races for experienced “Gentleman Drivers”.  Pro1000 are targeting professionals in FRenault, F3 and other championships, and “amateur” racers who already run in Classic F3, F5000, Can-Am and Group C cars as well as old F1 cars.  

The previous format of allowing professional drivers to earn a living from ticket sales and sponsorship deals remains in tact, which means that the registration and race fees are weighted differently for the professionals and the amateurs.  Average race entry fees for the amateurs will be £400 for each of their races, four in the UK and two in Europe.
