2009 Pro 1000 Testing:

Testing for both Pro and Amateur drivers starts this July with two cars. Tests will commence at certain UK circuits, and then move over to Guadix in Spain.  

Cost of testing per 100 miles is £3,500.*

The first 16 Pro and Amateur drivers to test and then sign up for the 2010 Season will have this testing reimbursed.

2010 Pro 1000 Race Series:

The Pro Series is contested over 10 UK rounds.

Race day format will be: 1 x 50 min Practice; 2 x 20 min heats; 1 x 30 min Final.

The Amateur Series is contested over 4 races in the UK and 2 in Europe, at prestigious race meetings, utilising the cars used in the Pro Series.

Raceday format will be: 1x 30 min practice; 1 x 30 min race.

Sponsorship package means that income is spread across both pro and amateur drivers.

The T1000:

The Caparo T1000 is based on Caparo’s unmistakeable T1, with adaptations to make it a full-on closed wheel sports car . The power is supplied by a MTC 3.5 V8 producing circa 470bhp, with a 6-speed paddleshift Hewland transmission putting it all onto the road.
